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Whether we like it or not, we are learning how to live life differently in this time of global
pandemic. As we live through this time, it is helpful to remember how the Chinese character for
“crisis” is made. It is a combination of the characters for “danger” and “opportunity.”

We regularly encounter the real dangers in this time. Some have lost loved ones. Many others
live in fear for themselves or loved ones. A significant number of families are fighting for survival
because someone — or everyone — in the family has lost their jobs. Students and teachers struggle
with distance/virtual learning. Many miss familiar ways of being with family, friends and getting out
and about. For some — perhaps especially those with technological challenges — the isolation and/or
social distancing often trigger bouts of loneliness, despondency, depression, . . . .

On the other hand, many tell me how their families or friends are regularly connecting as never
before — some by zoom, some in other ways. Folks are doing new things. People tell me about
gardening, DIY (Do It Yourself) projects, reaching out to help others, walking/biking in the
neighborhood, engaging in educational pursuits or reading, long-postponed undertakings . . . . Our
sense of neighbors and neighborhoods is changing/expanding as we discover ways of coming
together where distance no longer matters. People are surprised by new ways of doing familiar tasks.

What is true for us as individuals is also true for our life together at St. Matthew’s. There is a
tremendous void when we are not able to gather each week in the sanctuary for worship and
fellowship afterwards. But alongside this, an amazing, creative, adaptive spirit is emerging. By
learning to do things differently, our church family continues to worship each week. Moreover, shut
ins and people from outside the Hacienda Heights area connec with God through online worship at
St. Matthew’s. We are now touching the lives of more people each week than we have in years.
Worship services are getting 200 to 300 views a week.

In the past, many who came to Sunday evening concerts expressed the wish the concerts
could have a larger audience. Now its happening. The recent ACE Trio concert has had more than
2,000 views! People have wondered how the church family could stay in touch. People often feel
adrift and some groups have stopped meeting. Yet, both the men’s and women’s breakfast groups
have grown. Once the adult Sunday School class resumed, new member people started coming. With
car parades, we’ve even found a new way to come together and fellowship.

In March and April, the focus tended towards how do we survive until things get back to
normal. Now | often hear people talking about learning to not only survive but thrive in the midst of an
emerging new normal. At St. Matthew’s, we sometimes struggle with this new normal. But, we are
also discovering opportunities to reach out and connect in ways we had never imagined possible.

This fits the pattern of being an Easter people. On Good Friday, Jesus really died. There was
profound mourning, loss and pain. But Good Friday was not the end of the story. On Easter, new life
emerged. Jesus rose from the dead. The wounds of Good Friday were not erased. But, God’s life-
giving power proved to be stronger. Through Jesus, God makes new life possible and people come
together in new, life-giving ways. Through it all, a new normal emerged.

| invite you to listen for what God is doing in this time to bring about Easter moments. Be open
to new directions God is stirring up in our prayer lives. Be sensitive to new opportunities hidden in the
changes.

==« All Saints Sunday is November 1 this year. The church
family will gather to remember and give thanks for the lives of people in the church
family who have passed during the last year. The service will also include an
opportunity for people to lift up the names of other loved ones who have passed during
the last year. Since many memorial services have been put on hold, the All Saints
Sunday service is taking on new importance for family and friends who have lost loved
ones. Possibilities are being worked out for how to hold the service even if the church
family is still only able to gather together online.

* Advent — the four Sundays leading up to Christmas — begins on Sunday, November 29.
There will be special music. The advent wreath will be lit. The scripture readings will
point us toward the coming of Emmanuel — God with us — in this difficult time. There
may even be some special surprises. Different ways are being worked out in case the
church family is not yet able to worship in the sanctuary.

 Christmas Eve, Thursday, December 24" will still happen. The service will start while its
still light outside. As we worship, the sun will set. But, even in the darkness at the end of
the service, there will still be hope because God is still with us. There will be lots of
special Christmas music. The Christmas story will be shared. We will end by singing
Silent Night to candle light. This service will still happen even if its not yet an option to
have in person worship in the sanctuary.

Starting this month, there will be more variety in music on Sundays. On many Sundays, organ
music will again be part of the service. The Bell Choir will be ringing from time to time. Twombly
award winners and/or other special soloists will be part of worship on a regular basis. There may
even be a way for the Chancel Choir to virtually come together and sing on special occasions.

For the time being, worship indoors in the Sanctuary is not possible because we are in Los
Angeles County. Church leadership is engaged in a conversation with the East District Committee on
Reopening about having some kind of Saturday morning spiritual gathering on the front lawn. This
might be a Bible Study. Or, it might be an informal worship service. It would probably happen about
once a month. As soon as an outdoor Bible Study and/or Informal Worship has been approved, dates
and times will be shared with the church family.

Some have asked why the church doesn’t move the Sunday service outdoors. There are many
people coming to the online worship service who would not be able to come to an in person gathering
on the front lawn. Some are shut-ins. Others regularly join us who live too far away to come in
person. Currently, the church does not have the ability to share worship online from outside on the
front lawn. In addition, outdoor worship would significantly change the kinds of music that it would be
possible to offer during worhip. So, church leadership believes the best way overall is to continue
online worship each Sunday while expanding our spiritual offerings to include Saturday events on the
front lawn at least once a month. The Saturday outdoor spiritual events will continue until in person
worship resumes in the Sanctuary.

Car Parade on September 13"

St. Matthew’s is having another Car Parade on
Sunday evening, September 13" to visit several
people connected with the church family.

The car parade will start forming in the parking lot at 5:45 pm. Bring your car — decorated or
not. For the most part, folks will stay in their own cars. If for some reason folks get out of their cars,
the church family expects people to practice social distancing and wear face masks. While we’re
waiting to leave, some may wish to add last minute decorations to their cars. Then, at 6 pm we'll set
out to visit people. We’'ll do our best to caravan together. But, maps and addresses will be provided
just in case. At each home, we'll drive by slowly to have lots of time to honk, wave, smile, . . . Usually
around 3 families are visited and the whole parade lasts less than an hour.

As we continue to live with the pandemic, a number of people are feeling cut off or isolated.
Car parades help in two different ways. First, it provides an opportunity for folks who are parading in
their cars to get out and see people from a social distance. This includes not only those being visited
but others who are taking part in the parade. Second, the people being visited enjoy having
‘company” drive past their homes.

The church’s understanding of who to visit is changing. People we used to think of as “shut-
ins” are coming to church online every Sunday. Others who used to be able to come regularly in
person to worship are finding the technology so challenging that they are not able to worship online.
And yet others are in situations where concerns for their well-being mean that they seldom leave their
homes or even see anyone from a distance.

St. Matts hopes to have a car parade each month. The church family plans to visit different
groups of people each month. If you have suggestions of people to visit, contact the church office or
Olga Baker.
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We are working on St. Matthew's Church History for
our website. Our stained glass window is not only an icon of
the Church, it is an icon in our community.

Our third conversation will center on an episode from Emmanuel Acho’s series, Uncomfortable
Conversations with a Black Man. Emmanuel Acho spent several seasons as a linebacker in the NFL
and is now an analyst for Fox Sports 1.

He writes, “Uncomfortable Conversations with a Black Man, is a safe place to have the
uncomfortable conversations about race that many people have never been able to have. But enough
is enough — I want to remove the barriers for why we’ve never had these conversations. | want to
provide a free space for curious white people to answer the questions they’ve always had but have
been too nervous to ask. Like, ‘How can | have white privilege if I'm not wealthy?’ or ‘is racial profiling
ok if black people tend to commit more crimes’ and my personal favorite from a 19-year-old girl from
rural Alabama named Amy who asked, ‘if black people can say the ‘N’ word, why can’t I?” And many,
many more.”

Praying for Jennifer Study Resumes October 1%t
The Author - John Cobb - Leads the Class on October 15%.

Our Lenten Study was Praying for Jennifer by John Cobb. It was interrupted in March by the
shut down. It will resume on Thursday, October 15t at 10:30 am and meet for the next three
Thursdays, thru October 15,

Instead of meeting in person, the class will meet by Zoom. One of the advantages of gathering
by Zoom is that people can come to the study even if the person only has a landline phone. So, you
don't need to have a computer or the internet to come.

John Cobb, the book’s author, will join us by Zoom for the final session on October 15", He will
answer questions and share new insights about prayer he’s had since writing Praying for Jennifer.

New people are encouraged to join the study. Indeed, the best part of the study — new insights
into what it means to pray for others — are in the upcoming part of the study. You can get a copy of
the book by contacting the church office or ordering online.

When the study resumes on October 1%, there will be a brief review of what happened in first
part of the book. Then, the class will move on to discuss chapters 4 and 5 entitled Mr. Firestone and
Ms. Williams. The entire book is very short. So, try to reread it before the class resumes. Pastor
Richard reports he learns something new every time he rereads the book.

Praying for Jennifer is about a teenager named Jennifer. She is involved in a serious auto
accident. She is not expected to live. A nurse tells Jennifer's teenage friends that the only thing which
can help Jennifer is to pray. Even though most of the teens are not religious, they pray. Jennifer
makes an amazing recovery. But then unexpectedly no matter how hard her friends continue praying,
Jennifer stops making progress in her recovery. This confuses the teens and leaves them with
profound questions about how prayer does — or doesn’t — work. So, they begin asking people
guestions to understand why their prayers were answered at first and then seemed to stop working.
Most of the book is about the various answers people give the teens in language that the teens can
understand.

A New Way to Give — by TEXT

There is now a new way to give to St. Matthew’s. Text any

amount to 84321 to give. Standard message and data rates may apply.

1. Setup:

The first time you make a Text-to-Give donation, our system will respond with a message
that includes a setup link. Tapping this link will take you to your mobile browser, and walk
you through these steps:

2. Find your church: St. Matt's will very likely pop right up. If not, the system uses your
geographical location and phone number to suggest churches nearby (within 20 miles). If
you don't see St. Matt's listed, then search by our address, city, or ZIP code (15653
Newton, Hacienda Heights, 91745) and filter results by church name.

3. Create your profile: After choosing St. Matthew's you will be asked to enter your name
and email address to either create a new donor profile (first time donors) or to log in to your
existing donor profile (returning donors).

4. Add or select a payment method: The first time you give by text you will need to specify
your debit/credit card or bank account to be used for this first donation and future
donations. After that, you can simply select a previously saved payment method.

5. Submit your donation: Once you submit the donation, this will initiate that first donation
and enable Text-to-Give for future use.

After setup, anytime you want to give, you can simply text your donation amount (and fund)

to 84321 to initiate an online donation. For instance type 84231 as the recipient. Then in the
message type the amount - for instance, “100” would be a $100 gift to general use, or “100
UMCOR” would be a $100 gift to UMCOR. You can give by text to 'gift'’, 'UMCOR', 'Singiser' and
‘music.” Around the time of a concert, texting a gift to ‘music’ will go to support the concert series.
